Since the INTERREG programme started in July 2016, 209 pro-
jects have been supported, of which 46 in 2020 (slightly more
than in 2019).

Programmed projects represent a fotal eligible cost of €62.5M
[i.e. 84.1% of the financial package). The funding provided by Eu-
rope is €52.7M. Programming has therefore increased steadily
since the start of the scheme.

Eligible expenditure incurred and certified also increased, rea-

ching €22.03 million, i.e. 29.7% of the financial package.

In 2020, programming and certification levels were sfill litle af-
fected by the health crisis: most of the projects programmed were
submitted before or at the beginning of the crisis and were there-
fore not impacted by its effects; the amounts certified correspond
mainly to expenditure incurred before the health crisis. However,
most projects programmed in 2020 could not be implemented
as planned (cancellation of trips, postponement of events, etc.)
and will have to be modified and extended in 2021. The impact
on programming and certification levels will therefore be more

marked in 2021.

A FEVW EXAMPLE OF PROJECTS SUPPORTED IN 2020

RESEARCH: OMDIABRUN

This project is led by the Reunion Island CHU (University
Hospital), in partnership with the Baker Heart and Dic-
betes Institute of Melbourne. It is aimed at developing a
methodology for early defection of subjects at risk of de-
veloping type-2 diabetes, the prevalence of which is high
in Reunion's population. The Baker Institute in Melbourne
has identified a specific lipid signature for pre-diabetes and
diabetes in their population. The OMDIABRUN project
is based on the fransfer of this Australian experfise. It will
consist in tesfing plasma lipids in a population af major risk
of type-2 diabetes so as to identify a lipid signature, which
will then be tested in the general population. This work will
be the subject of an infernational seminar on the prevention
of type-2 diabetes.

ECONOMY : COOPERATION OF THE GRAND PORT MARITIME
DE LA REUNION WITH MOZAMBIQUE

This project consists in promoting the sharing of experience and the fransfer of skills between
the Grand Port Maritime de La Réunion and the authority of the port of Cabo Delgado,
located in the north of Mozambique, in the fields of digital technologies {Smart Port) and
sustainable development (Green Port). This technical partnership will be supported by the
France-Mozambique Chamber of Commerce and Industry. The latter will also be involved
in the second part of this project, centred on the fraining of Mozambican personnel in the
fields of port handling, underwater works, maritime fransit, maintenance of port equipment
and ship repair.

PRESERVATION OF BIODIVERSITY : COMBAVA

The GLOBICE association is implementing this project to improve knowledge of humpback whales and strengthen
the skills of those involved in their observation and monitoring in Madagascar, Mayotte, Kenya and Mozam-
bique. This project bears on the movements of humpback whales between breeding sites in the Indian Ocean
using photo identification and passive acoustics. It promotes cooperation between the players involved in the
preservation of this species and of cetaceans in general, within the framework of the IndoCet network.

PRESERVATION OF CULTURAL HERITAGE : APPROPRIATION
OF THE ICONOGRAPHIC HERITAGE OF THE INDIAN OCEAN BY THE POPULATIONS

As a continuation of the Indian Ocean iconographic heritage networking project, financed by INTERREG from
2017 to 2020, the Iconothéque historique de I'océan Indien [Indian Ocean Historical Image Bank] (IHOI)
proposes fo strengthen the ownership of such heritage by different audiences: secondary school students, artisfs,
and scientists. Educational projects will be organised between schoolchildren from Reunion and Mozambique, as
well as a photography contest with the support of the Indian Ocean Commission, arfist residencies and a virtual
exhibition and, lastly, a multidisciplinary scientific symposium on the iconographic heritage of the Indian Ocean.
The partners in this project are universities, museums and archives in Mctdogoscor, Mauritius, Moyoﬂe, Tanzania,
Mozambique, the Seychelles and Comoros.

HIGHLIGHTS
FROM OQO

The health crisis had no significant impact on 2020 programmation and certification rates
but it deeeply affected the implementation of projects, due to lockdown periods and travel
restrictions between Reunion and the Indian Ocean countries, which persist in 2021.

To cope with this, the Regional Council took exceptional management measures: extension
of projects for which payment of the balance was planned during lockdown, dematerialiso-
fion of applications, efc.

The steering committees continued in 2020, with sessions organised by written procedure.
The end-ofyear monitoring committee was also conducted by written procedure.

The projects were adapted to this particular context: thus, the regional offices in Madagas-
car, the Seychelles, Mauritius and the Comoros were mobilised for health emergencies (re-
pafriations, contribution to emergency operations, support for partnerships with the University
Hospital, etc.).

Many events, meetings and trips had to be cancelled or postponed (Indian Ocean Music
Market, Indian Ocean media meetings, frips by high school students to Australia and Mo-
zambique, the University's student mobility programme, researchers’ missions, efc.).

Some of them have been transformed into virtual events (webinars of the Export Club orga-
nised between May and November 2020 in Mauritius, Madagascar, the Seychelles, East
Africa, air and sea transport, revival of exports...], with changes in budgets and project
deadlines.

Preparation of the INTERREG VI programme

At the same time, the Reunion Island Regional Council has been working on the preparation
of the INTERREG 2021-2027 programme, with several consultation sessions involving local
stakeholders and partner countries. A second version of the INTERREG VI programme was
submitted to the members of the programme’s monitoring committee from 23 November
to 15 December 2020. The following countries and territories have already agreed fo the
content of this future programme: Mayotte, TAAF, Madagascar, the Comoros, Seychelles,
Mauritius, Kenya, Maldives and the IOC. In conjunction with French and European diploma-
cy, discussions are continuing to obtain agreements from remaining countries.
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
